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1. Currently, how many people of the world’s 6 billion are Christians?

Answer: (c) 2 billion. And by far the majority are not living in North America.

2. How many of these are persecuted Christians?
Answer: (a) 200 million. While it may be surprising to learn that most experts suggest there 

are about 200 million Christians suffering persecution, it is believed there are as many or 
more who are discriminated against on a regular basis.

3. What people group are the largest in the world being denied these human rights?
Answer: Christians. This is due to the rapid growth in Christianity in 60 nations where 

freedom of religion does not exist and basic human rights are being denied and violated.

4. Is Christian persecution increasing or decreasing?
Answer: Increasing. Just last Autumn, another state in India (Tamil Nadu where Christianity 

dates back nearly 2000 years) passed a law banning conversion to Christianity. Those 
found to be guilty could face imprisonment and fines. Other states and countries are 
considering or are attempting to implement the same law.

5. Is the Christian faith growing or depleting as we enter the 21st century?
Answer: Growing and multiplying. During the last ten years, one million churches have been 

started. During the next 10 years this number is expected to double.

6. The strongest growth of the Christian Church was during what time?
Answer: (a) The last 30 years

7. What are the main reasons Christians face persecution? (Circle true or false.)
Answers: All true.

8. Name at least five countries that have been in the media recently because of persecution against 
Christians.

Answer: All the countries listed. In many of these countries, Christians face ongoing 
persecution and oppression.

9. What three things can Christians in Canada do to help those who are being persecuted?
Answers: (a) Pray   (b) Learn   (c) Support
