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Background
President Mohamed Hosni Mubarak has served as chief of state since 
October 14th, 1981. In spite of its ongoing struggles with extreme Is-
lamist groups, the political situation in Egypt is considered a fairly 
stable country and plays a key political role in the Middle East.There is 
a tangible tension between modernization and tradition. Even though 
certain aspects of Western culture and globalization are admired, they 
are also met with suspicion and deep-seated repudiation. The coun-
try’s more than 5,000 years of written history draws millions of visi-
tors each year to the pyramids, the tombs of the pharaohs, and the Red 
Sea. 

Religious Freedom
The writer of the gospel of Mark brought the Good News to Egypt 
in the year 60 ADE. Since then the church has experienced and with-
stood much persecution. Even though there are many genuine follow-
ers of Christ, there are also many that are turning from their nominal 
Coptic faith and are leaving the faith they inherited. Numerous Chris-
tians emigrated to the West. There are only about 3,000 churches for 
this vast population and may towns do not have churches or meeting 
places for Christians. A growing number of Muslims have become fol-
lowers of Christ. However, they often suffer for their faith. At the same 
time, each year thousands of Christians are converting to Islam.
