Background
Morocco’s protracted struggle from French colonial rule ended success-
fully in 1956. In 1975 Morocco virtually annexed Western Sahara as 
part of its “Green March.” A final resolution to this conflict is still pend-
ing. Gradual political changes in the 90s led to the establishment of a 
bicameral legislature in 1997. Hope prevails that as a result of the acces-
sion of King Mohamed VI to the throne improvements will be seen in 
regards to democracy, economic growth, human rights, and humani-
tarian aid for the poor. However, Islamists and corruption in the ranks 
of government pose an ongoing threat to Morocco’s development.

Religious Freedom
Sunni Islam is the state religion. The government is committed to the 
preservation of Islam as the religion of all Moroccans. Arabian troops 
brought Islam to the country in the seventh century. The church that 
was once flourishing particularly among the Berber was pushed out 
completely. Pride in Morocco’s past accomplishments as the founda-
tions of society and Islam along with questions about the reliability of 
the Bible hinder the gospel. Less than 5% of the population has ever 
had any contact with the gospel. Today’s Christian communities of 
faith are still very young.
